Grade 2 — Social Studies

Second graders learn about their rights and responsibilities as a citizen of their classroom
community and beyond. Through literature, they are taught to identify the admirable qualities
of people who have made a difference in the world. Students study the significant sequence of
events of a person who had made a positive impact. This builds an understanding of the
admirable qualities that have led to their contribution to society. Students explore their own
family history and create a timeline of significant events in their own lives. Their study of
geography expands to include learning about major oceans, mountains ranges and rivers around
the world.

Create a personal timeline.

Locate the continents and countries from
which their ancestors came.

Understand that different areas of the world
celebrate different traditional foods, customs,
sports, games, and music.

Identify well-known sites, events or landmarks
from other countries and tell why they are
important.

Give examples of traditions or customs from
other countries that can be found in America
today.
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
